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日本とアメリカの大学の違いについて調べたいと思います．これについて調べようと思

った理由は，大学生のうちに海外に語学留学したく，そのときの手助けになればと思ったの

と，私が大学生になったときに高校の時とは授業形態，システム，学食など様々なものが異

なっていて，ほかの国ではもっと違うのではないかと思ったからです．

ないかと思います．また，学費が高いということは日本でも起きているように自己破産のよ

うなものがアメリカでも起きていて社会問題になっているのではないかを調べたいと思い

ます．他にも，これは私自身の実体験なのですが大学に入って設備がとても良く，例えば私

の通っている大学だと構内にジムがあったり，シャワーがついていたり等様々あるのです

が，日本より学費の高いアメリカではどのような設備があるのかを実際に大学に行けるな

ら見てみたいです．また，一昨年ホストファミリーとして留学生を受け入れた時に，その子

は学校に弁当を持っていくということを知らず，食事はすべて通っている学校にある食堂

で食べていたそうなので学食の値段や種類について日本とはどう違うのかも見てみたいで

す． 

二つ目は，「通学方法」についてです．日本では多少の距離なら電車で通うのが普通で徒

歩圏内の人のほうが珍しいですが，去年私の家に来た留学生は電車で通うこと驚いていた

ので，アメリカではどのような通学方法が一般的なのか調べたいです．また，スクールバス

に乗れるなら乗ってみたいです． 

 三つ目は，「授業形態」についてです．これについて調べたいと思った理由は，私の通っ

ている大学では少人数での講義があまりなく，大人数での授業ばかりで生徒が教授に質問

をしづらい環境です．しかし，アメリカでは少人数授業が一般的で大人数での授業があまり

ないので．発言する機会が多いのか等を調べたいと思います． 

 今年の海外姉妹都市青年交流授業を通じて，両市の友好を深めるとともに異なる言語，人

 I would like to investigate the difference between Japanese and American 

universities. The reason why I thought about investigating this was that I 

wanted to go abroad to study abroad among a college student and would like 

to help at that time and when I became a college student I thought different 

things from classes of high school, such as lesson form, system, school meal 

and so on were different, and in other countries it would be more different. 

 The first thing I would like to examine is about "difference in tuition fee". In 

Japan there is a scholarship system but when you graduate you will return 

the most scholarships and there are only a few scholarships you can not 

return. On the other hand, I think there are various kinds of scholarships in 

the U.S.A because of the higher tuition than Japan. Also, I think expensive 

tuition is high as in Japan, I would like to investigate whether something like 

bankruptcy is occurring in the U.S.A and it is becoming a social problem. 

Besides, although this is a real experience of myself, facilities are very good 

when entering the university, for example when there is a gym in the campus, 

a shower is attached and so on. if it is a university that I am going through, I 

would like to see if I can actually go to university to see what kind of facilities 

are available in the U.S.A with higher tuition than Japan. Also, when 

accepting international students as host families two years ago, that she 

didn’t know to bring a lunch to school, so all the meals were eating at the 

cafeteria at the school through which all school meals so price I also want to 

see how it is different. 

 The second point is about 'way of going to school'. People in walking distance 

are rare and it is ordinary that they go by train at some distance in Japan. 

Last year, an international student who comes to my home is surprised at 

going to school by train, so I would like to find out what kind of way of going 

to school is common in U.S.A. Also, I would like to ride if I can ride the school 

bus. 

 The third point is about 'classroom form'. The reason I wanted to investigate 

about this is that there are almost large number of people lectures at my 

university, and it is difficult for students to ask questions to the professor. 



However, in the U.S.A there are generally small number of people lectures. 

So I would like to investigate if there are many opportunities to speak. 

 Through this year's overseas sister city youth exchange plan, I would like 

to deepen friendship of both cities and learn how to communicate with people 

of different languages, races and religions.
